Team Information

Check In — You will need to Check In with a NSA official.
Game Format — Four game guarantee (three pool games; single elimination).

Game Schedule — 1hour and 15 minutes/game; at the 75-minute mark, we will
complete the inning in progress. If there is a tie: Pool play — we will go to the
score book (runners to 3", runners to 2", etc. if the runners are tied — coin flip).
Single elimination: we will utilize the international tiebreaker rule, which places a
runner on 2" base. (Check your rulebook for details). Championship games will
be 90 minutes — finish the inning. Teams must be ready to play 30 minutes prior
to their designated time slot; all participants will be expected to hustle on and off
the playing field. Questions regarding the schedule should be directed to the
appropriate NSA official at the tournament site.

The NSA mercy rule will be implemented (see the rulebook for details).

Rain Policy — The game time will be reduced to one hour until we catch up with
the games and then we will return to the 1 hour and 15 minute time frame.

Reporting Scores— Immediately following each game the home team must
report the score of the game to a NSA official at each site. Brackets will be
posted at each site & will be updated throughout the tournament. In order to keep
the pools and brackets updated, it is extremely important that the score is
reported immediately.

Balls — The official ball will be an approved ball for this event. The umpires will
provide the game ball prior to your game.
Pregame Warm-up — No pregame warm-up is permitted on the playing fields.

Diamond Park — The soccer fields may be used for warm-ups

12. Tailgating, Food & Beverages — NO PETS can be brought into the tournament
facilities.

13. Awards —Team trophies will be awarded for 15' & 2"place for all age divisions
Individual trophies will be awarded for 1% & 2" place in all age divisions.
